
Select Bills Passed in the 2019 Legislative Session 
The ayes pass a bill, so nays, abstains, excused unexcused, absent are all rolled into nays. 
Simple majority is 31 for House and 16 for Senate 

1) HB3427 Gross receipts tax on businesses grossing more than 1 million, expected to squeeze 1 billion a year 
(2 billion per biennium) from Oregon’s economy.  (see ballot measure 97 voted down in 2016) 

� passed House 37-23 Senate 18-12  � voted for: 55 Dems, 0 Repubs 
2) HB2975 Appropriating $108 million from kicker refund by revising expected projection            

� passed House 36-24 Senate 18-12  � voted for: 54 Dems 0 Repubs  
3) SB770 Requires study on the implementation of single payer healthcare system by Oregon Health 

Authority 
� passed House 37-22 Senate 19-11  � voted for: 55 Dems, 1 Repubs 

4) SB608 Rent control: prohibits landlords from using no cause evictions with exceptions, limits rent increases 
� passed House 35-25 Senate 17-13  � voted for: 52 Dems, 0 Repubs 

5) SB870 National Popular Vote wins Oregon’s electoral votes via an intergovernmental multi-state 
agreement triggered once 270 electoral college votes are within the agreement. Regardless of Oregon’s 
vote, our electoral votes would all go to the National Popular Vote winner 

� passed House 37-23 Senate 17-13  � voted for: 52 Dems, 2 Repubs 
6) HB2005 creates insurance programs for 12 weeks per year paid family leave and/or medical leave 

� passed House 45-15 Senate 22-8  � voted for: 57 Dems, 10 Repubs 
7) SB1049 Changes PEBB employee contributions to a tiered by size of wage (Public Employee Benefit Board). 

� passed House 31-29 Senate 16-14  � voted for: 44 Dems, 3 Repubs 
8)  HB2015 Drivers’ License bill eliminates need for proof of citizenship before obtaining or renewing Oregon 

drivers’ license (see ballot measure 88 following 2013 SB 833) 
� passed House 39-21 Senate 17-10  � voted for: 54 Dems, 2 Repubs 

9) HB2007 Diesel bill for owners residing in Multnomah, Washington, Clackamas Counties to retrofit diesel 
engines of heavy duty truck older than2006 or a medium duty truck older than 2009 with exceptions 
including:  farm vehicles, log trucks, ambulances and fleets with less than 5 vehicles.  

� passed House 44-16 Senate 17-13  � voted for: 54 Dems, 7 Repubs 
10) HB2001 Requires cities with over 10,000 pop to allow duplexes in single family dwelling zones within UGB 

��passed House 43-17 Senate 17-11�� � voted for: 42 Dems, 18 Repubs�
11) HB2270 Increases cigarette floor tax on distributors/dealers: includes 2 cents a pack; raises cigar tax limit 

from $0.50 to $1.00 per cigar; imposes floor tax on distributors $2.50 on each cigarette tax stamp bearing 
“25” and $2.00 on each cigarette tax stamp bearing “20” in inventory on 1-1-2021 

� passed House 39-21 Senate 18-12  � voted for: 55 Dems, 2 Repubs 
12) HB2016  Allows designated employee for public labor unions access to public employees during work 

hours, allows public labor unions to have their dues fees and other assessments deducted from paychecks 
� passed House 38-22 Senate 17-12  � voted for: 55 Dems, 0 Repubs 

13) HB5050  Gives additional $200 million general fund monies above budgets for Emergency Board to allocate 
to state depts during next biennium as needed 

� passed House 51-8 Senate 25-4  � voted for: 54 Dems, 22 Repubs 



14) SB27 Allows Oregon Health Authority to adopt by rule a schedule of fees assessed on water suppliers 
� passed House 39-21 Senate 18-11  � voted for: 55 Dems, 2 Repubs 

15) SB68 Increases annual fees imposed on public utilities and telecommunication providers 
� passed House 45-15 Senate 18-12  � voted for: 54 Dems, 9 Repubs 

16) SB28 Increases fees paid to Oregon Health Authority related to tourist facilities, restaurants, bed and 
breakfasts, bathhouses, public spas, and vending machines  

� passed House 37-23 Senate 18-11  � voted for: 55 Dems, 0 Repubs 
17) SB40 Increases license fees for heating oil tank regulatory program 

� passed House 40-20 Senate 20-9  � voted for: 54 Dems, 6 Repubs 
18) SB98 Requires natural gas utilities to invest in renewable natural gas infrastructure and creates regulatory 

guidelines 
� passed House 48-12 Senate 25-4  � voted for: 55 Dems, 18 Repubs 

19) SB248 Increases fees charged by Oregon Liquor Control Commission 
� passed House 36-24 Senate 21-9  � voted for: 53 Dems, 4 Repubs 

20) HB2010 Extends fee assessments on hospitals for four more years. 
� passed House 44-16 Senate 23-7  � voted for: 56 Dems, 11 Repubs 

21)  HB2080 Increases fees assessed by State Marine Board.  
� passed House 33-27 Senate 16-13  � voted for: 48 Dems, 1 Repubs 

22) SB47 Requires fees and permits to operate non-motorized boats and for operators of boat liveries. Creates 
Waterway Access Fund.  

� passed House 36-24 Senate 17-12  � voted for: 53 Dems, 0 Repubs 
23) SB41 Increases oil spill prevention fees, adds new annual fees of $15,000 and $25,000 for some pipelines, 

(fees raised as much as from $250 per trip to $1,850 per trip  or from $2,100 to $5,500) 
��passed House 41-19 Senate 18-11�� � voted for: 54 Dems, 5 Repubs�

24) HB2209 Requires oil trains operating near waterways to pay oil spill prevention fees and to have oil spill 
contingency plans approved by the DEQ and to conduct release exercises along with State Fire Marshall 

� passed House 56-4 Senate 26-4 � voted for: 55 Dems, 27 Repubs 
25) HB2932 Prohibits courts from inquiring of defendants’ immigration status or requiring defendant to 

disclose it during a criminal proceedings. 
� passed House 38-22 Senate 17-12  � voted for: 54 Dems, 1 Repubs 

26) SB761  Only the elector that personally prints the single signor petition sheet may use it with exception 
� passed House 33-26 Senate 17-12  � voted for: 50 Dems, 0 Repubs 

27) HB3447 Increases court filing fees .such as for civil proceedings (tiered), motions, marriages, divorces, 
adoptions, probate (tiered), name change, sex change, guardianship (tiered) conservatorship (tiered) 

� passed House 41-19 Senate 25-4  � voted for: 54 Dems, 12 Repubs 
28) HB2057  Increases maximum fees for commercial weighing or measuring instruments/devices 

� passed House 39-21 Senate 18-11  � voted for: 55 Dems, 2 Repubs 
29) HB2983  Requires covered organizations that make certain political expenditures to file with Secretary of 

State donor identification information of the donors who donated more than $10,000 during election cycle 
� passed House 39-21 Senate 21-9  � voted for: 54 Dems, 6 Repubs 
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
